1. a small drink of alcoholic liquor taken to stimulate the appetite before a meal.  

 
Lillet Blanc - Made from Sauvignon Blanc and Semillon grapes; notes of honey 

orange and a hint of mint. 

Lillet Rouge - Made from Merlot and Cabernet Sauvignon grapes; reminiscent of 

grape soda, vanilla and orange. 

Dubonnet Red - Tart bouquet, nuances of pine, under-ripe grapes and stone fruit. 

Fresh and clean on the palate; thin flavors display tastes of cranberry. Try it with 

club soda and a slice of orange. 

Carpano Antica Vermouth - Carpano distillery’s ancient formula for red 

vermouth, the king of red vermouth is traditionally served straight up as an aperitif, 

an after dinner drink or an accompaniment to rich desserts. 

Lustau Dry Jarana Sherry - Dry yet full wine, elegant, and rich to taste. Its 

richness is balanced by a crisp floral character that lends it a lingering aftertaste. 

Lustau Dry Oloroso Sherry - Amber gold with flavors of rich bitter 

chocolate and baked chestnuts. Served room temperature. 

Vya Extra Dry Vermouth - A Forest after the rain, lavender sage and linden 

furnish a note of coolness while wines form Colombard and Orange Muscat produce a 

slightly floral background. 

Vya Sweet Vermouth - Cinnamon gives warmth while galangal and nutmeg 

add spice. Wines from Orange Muscat and Valdepenas provide a fruity background.
